Apple Computer 
and University Community 
will launch our official 
Podcasting portal to the 
PhilaU campus on 
November 30, 2006 at the 
Faculty Technology Expo in the Kanbar 
Campus Center Performance Space.  This 
event will take place from 11:00—1:00 PM 
and a Apple iPod MP3 player will be raffled 
off during the event.  The entire 
Philadelphia University community is 
invited to this event. 

Podcasting is not new to higher education 
and many universities across the country 
have implemented this technology as a 
supplementary tool and a way to involve 
students more in the class activities.  In 
fact, students are starting to come to us 
with the knowledge of listening to 
podcasts and even creating them as early 
as the second grade. 

During the past several months a group of 
faculty and staff have been trained on how 
to use this new technology in their 
teaching and how to record: 

• Podcasts (Audio) 

• Vodcasts (Video) 

• Enhanced Podcasts (Images, Video, 
PowerPoint and more) 

As a result of this effort, we have created

a web site at http://itunes.philau.edu where 
you will be able to use your PhilaU 
username and password to access all the 
content that is placed on our portal.  

Currently, you need a username and 
password to access this content, but 
eventually, some sections of the portal 
may become public such as the Campus 
Life and Events section.  As of today, there 
are six programs which currently have 
content uploaded and are planning to have 
their students use in the coming weeks.

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Audacity—Windows and 
Macintosh 

Audacity is a free audio recording 
program for Windows and Mac 
operating systems.  With a 
microphone, you can record your 
voice, add music and edit your 
recording with a click of a mouse.  
This program exports files as MP3 
format which is suitable for publishing 
to iTunes University. 

iMovie—Macintosh only 

iMovie transfers video clips from any 
digital video camera and enables you 
to edit your video to make a DVD-
quality movie.  iMovie exports

directly to an iPod compatible 
format that is suitable for publishing 
to iTunes University.  You do not 
an iPod to watch these videos.  Any 
Windows or Macintosh user can 
view them if they have iTunes 
installed. 

GarageBand—Macintosh only 

GarageBand is used to create enhanced 
podcasts that combine images, 
PowerPoint slides, audio, video and 
even PDF documents for compelling 
content that can be delivered via iTunes 
University.

Podcasting for Faculty/Staff: 

Our Podcasting/iTunes University Pilot 
Group which consists of 15-20 faculty/
staff members have generated a list of 
resources for the faculty and staff at 
Philadelphia University with regards to 
utilizing this new technology into your 
classroom teaching practices.  This 
document is located at the end of this 
newsletter and includes the software 
needed to get started with Podcasting, 
web sites where you can find podcasts 
related to higher education and your 
field and a collection of several ideas 
that can be used inside and outside of 
the classroom. 

Here are a few highlights: 

• Open iTunes and click on iTunes 
Store.  Once this opens, click on 
Podcasts.  You can search for 
podcasts in any field that desire.  

You can also preview the 
podcasts to see if you would like 
to receive the content.  If you 
decide you want the content, click 
Subscribe.  You will receive the 
current “episode” and all future 
podcasts in the collection.
