Teaching, Learning, and Technology Roundtable (TLTR) Meeting Minutes

October 13, 2000

The meeting was convened by Steven Bell.  The topics identified as discussion items for the meeting included membership structure and teams in addition to a discussion of three priorities for the TLTR to work on for the year.  New members wee introduced:  JoAnn Gonzalez-Major, Jordana Shane, and John Eliason.  Steven also announced that Richard Wagner, who represented the School of Science and Health on the TLTR, had left Philadelphia U.  

The teams reviewed their membership and their various charges and accomplishments as follows:

· Instructional Technology:  Terry Olivier, Lloyd Russow, Rob Fleming, and Jaideep Naidu.  Have focused on the infrastructure for teaching and learning technologies, and plan to focus on technology issues related to the Tuttleman Center.

· Technology Development and Faculty Innovation:  Mark Liff, Russ Cole, Marlene Szymona, Brian George, and Faye Ross.  Coordinated training sessions for Blackboard in addition to other breakout sessions, and have discussed session for Spring 2001.

· Academic Web Team:  Emily Corse, Celia Frank, Dennis Kuronen, and Terry Olivier.  Considered oversight role of the TLTR in developing the University web site, and will plan a meeting with Pat Baldridge to discuss web development.

· Technology Awareness team: Steven Bell, Faye Ross, and Chris Dougherty.  Will further develop TLTR website to focus on technology issues on campus.

· Strategic Planning:  Marion Roydhouse, Steven Bell, Neal Van Eck, Beth  Mariotz, and Lloyd Russow.  Will work with the current group providing IT consulting on campus to make them aware of the efforts of the TLTR.

· Connected Learning Team:  Emily Corse, Tom Schrand, JoAnn Gonzalez-Major, Chris Dougherty, and Paul Choitz.  The team worked on evaluating course tools and recommended the purchase of Blackboard.

The group also discussed the possibility of a team working the current intellectual property task force on campus.

Following a review of the team membership and activities, the group discussed a number of issues related to the application of technology to teaching and learning, including:

· Impact of application of technology on promotion and tenure decisions, 

· The standards of practice for using technology in the classroom,

· Faculty development issues,

· Oversight and recommendations for distributed/distance learning,

· Issues related to the development of technology for teaching and intellectual property (an area of recent inquiry in a handful of law-related journals in education), and

· The role of OIT in evaluating a maintaining the infrastructure that supports innovation in teaching and learning using technology.

With regard to OIT’s role, the group is interested in scheduling a session where representatives of OIT visit the TLTR and explain the basics of the campus network to the group as a whole.

The group also discussed the possibility of establishing faculty technology development grants distinct from existing research grants.  In addition, the group considered the possibility of being represented at a faculty meeting to describe the TLTR’s activities.  As the discussion of issues regarding faculty roles and rewards with regard to technology continued, the group decided to divide the existing Technology Development and Faculty Innovation team into two separate teams as follows:

· Faculty Roles and rewards:  Tom Schrand, Brian George, Lloyd Russow, and Marion Roydhouse.

· Faculty Development Team:  Russ Cole, Faye Ross, Marlene Szymona, Jordana Shane, Mark Liff, and John Eliason.

Jordana Shane led an overview of information literacy initiatives, including a proposal regarding information literacy which has been presented to the University curriculum committee via their Teaching and Learning Subcommittee.  Steven also announced the panned March 30, 2001 national videoconference hosted by the TLT group, and the group members indicated that they would be interested in participating.
