Minutes of the Teaching, Learning and Technology Roundtable

Friday, December 10, 2004

The meeting began at 3:05 pm.

Faculty Development: The faculty development program held on November 30 was well received. The faculty development group will use the outcomes raised during the event to develop future programs. MR suggested an email should be sent to attendees as a reminder of what issues were raised and discussed. 

KW will provide several workshops during intersession as well as Blackboard workshops two days before the beginning of the Spring Semester.

Blackboard: KW reported that Spring Semester classes have been created but need to be populated. KW surveyed faculty Blackboard users about the features of Blackboard, which were being used and which were not and why. The findings were not all that surprising but do tell us more about how faculty are using Blackboard and where efforts for faculty development might be concentrated.
Strategic Technology Plan: There was no Strategic Technology Plan update since JC was absent. 

Student Technology Training: There was no Student Technology Training update.

Course Redesign Project: SB reported on the Course Redesign Project. The goal is to develop (and obtain funding for) a project to enable to a group of faculty to redesign their course while working with KW and others over a one-year period. A business policy class was being considered for this last spring, but we did not think there would be sufficient time to get the project underway. Instead we just provided two-day technology and teaching workshops for adjunct faculty. But SB, MR, and JC will be following up on this project.
Demonstration of Macromedia Breeze and Captivate: KW demonstrated Macromedia Breeze and Captivate. Both are used to create A/V presentations. Macromedia purchased Robodemo and created Captivate. All in attendance were interested the possibilities software like Captivate can create.
