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	Students compile a bibliography of eight articles and two books. Each item included in the bibliography must contain several elements. First, the citation must be properly formatted in MLA format. Second, the database used is specified. Third, the search terms used are listed. Fourth, the search method used is specified. Fifth, students must summarize the reason why each article was selected for the bibliography. Finally, students must write a short abstract for each article. The students are directed to use multiple business databases as well as an e-journal collection (Emerald) and Worldcat. This assignment is connected to a final group project that requires research on legal and ethical issues related to global technology issues.
	When the bibliographies are completed the librarian will review them to determine if students have adequately met the targeted competencies. Information gathered from this process will be used to evaluate the assignment and determine whether revisions are needed to the document or the advance instruction given to students.
	There is no specific assessment instrument such as a rubric. The students have access an example of the assignment that is 100 percent correct. The students’ completed bibliographies are compared against this example to determine if they demonstrated the appropriate research and synthesis skills in completing their bibliography. Deviations from the examples will identify those areas where students need to strengthen their information literacy skills in B421.
	The SBA liaison reviews the completed bibliographies. Students that fail to properly complete the bibliography are required to make corrections and re-submit until the bibliography is completely correct. The assignment is treated as credit/no-credit by the instructors so a specific grade is not assigned. 
Overall outcomes for this assignment (e.g., percentage of students submitting correct bibliographies, most frequent errors, suspected plagiarism, etc) are reported to the B421 instructors and the SBA’s faculty information literacy coordinator.


	To support the faculty in administering this assignment the SBA librarian has developed a resource page on the University information literacy web site that provides instructions for completing the assignment as well as a guide for doing the research, and identifying the resources to use for the assignment.
