	The IL assignment in this course is an exercise that encourages the students to explore a variety of resources. There are two different projects being used. The older one involves an exercise in which students respond to questions, and they fill-in answers on a worksheet. As they complete the worksheet they build the targeted skills. The newer, second one is a group exercise in which four or five groups are each assigned a research task. Their job to find information about the library and internet resources. Each group prepares a presentation using PowerPoint (software learned in this course) and presents their finding to the other students. Students learn in their group and they learn from the other group’s presentations. 
	Yes, there is an assessment component for B122.
	The primary assessment method for B122 is a  pre-test/post-test developed for this course. The pre-test is administered between weeks 4-6, and the post-test is administered between weeks 11 and 14. The assessments are delivered via Blackbooard. In addition the students complete a self-reflection feedback/evaluation sheet  that they submit anonymously with the exercise. The librarian reviews random exercises and feedback sheets, but the self-reflection/evaluation sheets are read more closely. In addition the pre-test/post-test answers are reviewed to determine whether certain questions need to be re-written for clarity or to obtain a more accurate set of results. Blackboard provides test result summaries as well as information on the percentage of students selecting each possible option on each question in the test.
	Overall outcomes for this assignment include:

· Successful navigation of the library web site
· Understanding the library information environment
· Gaining familiarity with the Gutman business information resources
· Improving research skills with Internet search engines
· Using the library catalog more effectively

The SBA liaison reviews the completed exercises and feedback sheets  with assistance from the faculty. 

The information literacy exercise component of B122 is treated as credit/no-credit by the instructors so a specific grade is not assigned. 


	B122 instructors need to be familiar with the exercise and the topics covered within the exercise. When they are new to the exercise instructors are asked to participate in the exercise, taking the student’s role, initially to gain familiarity with the exercise and the concepts and content covered. The SBA liaison is also available to provide one-on-one faculty development on the concepts and content covered in the exercise. 
B122 faculty need to be familiar with the pre- and post-test and the approximate times of the semester when it is administered.

Those faculty that wish to conduct the exercise on their own without the librarian are welcome to do so but they need to explain what information literacy is and how it fits into their student experience at Philadelphia University. Faculty can work with the SBA liaison if they need additional support in conducting the exercise.

Faculty also need to be familiar with the Philadelphia University information literacy initiative and the Gutman Library information literacy web site.

	Library web site - Students will be able to navigate the library web site to locate resource information.
	The exercise requires students to find specific types of information within the library web site
