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	The IL assignment in this course is an exercise that focuses on search strategy, gaining experience with business databases and developing bibliographies. This occurs in the context of a guided exercise that takes place in a computer lab. The assignment occurs in two parts. The students complete the first part before the instruction session. In the first part of the exercise student (1)choose a search topic from a group of topics prepared by the instructor (2) articulate a search question; (3) identify keywords; and write a search strategy. In the second part the students conduct actual searches in three different business databases. They record citations found in each database and must properly format them. 
	Yes, there is an assessment component for E822.
	The assessment method for E822 will involve a review of two documents. One is the exercise document itself, which is in two parts. The second is the self-reflection feedback/evaluation sheet students submit anonymously with the exercise. The librarian will review the exercises to determine how effective the students are at developing search topics and search strategies. Citations will be reviewed to determine student ability to properly format the citation. A pre-test/post-test has also been developed for this course and that will be used to identify areas that need further attention.  Both the exercise and the test instrument are attached.
	The SBA liaison reviews the completed exercises with assistance from the faculty. 

The assignment is treated as credit/no-credit by the instructors so a specific grade is not assigned. 

Overall outcomes for this assignment include:

· writing articulate search queries

· understanding development of synonymous terms

· constructing effective search strategies and understanding how to use these features in library databases (e.g., knowing what to do with an advanced search template)

· identifying relevant literature based on search topic

· recording accurate citations in specific formats


	E822 instructors need to be familiar with the exercise and the concepts and databases covered within the exercise. Instructors are asked to participate in the exercise, taking the student’s role, initially to gain familiarity with the exercise and the concepts and content covered. The SBA liaison is also available to provide one-on-one faculty development on the concepts and content covered in the exercise. Faculty also need to be familiar with the Philadelphia University information literacy initiative and the Gutman Library information literacy web site.
