Memorial Service and Fountain 
Dedication for Former Trustee 

A memorial service and the dedication of the White House Fountain was 
held in honor of former Philadelphia University trustee Dr. Ludwig 
Rebenfeld, a world-renowned expert in fiber structure and properties, on 
December 9. University President James P. Gallagher and Dr. David 
Brookstein, dean of the School of Textiles and Materials Technology, 
addressed the group of trustees, University community and family 
members, describing Dr. Rebenfeld's impact on Philadelphia University. 

Dr. Rebenfeld, a great friend of Philadelphia University and a member of 
the Board of Trustees from 1965 to 2003, passed away on May 26, 2004, at 
the age of 76. He served as chair of the Board from 1974 to 1979, and as 
chair of the Academic Affairs Committee from 1967 to 2003. In recognition 
of his dedication to this institution and to his profession, Dr. Rebenfeld was 
awarded an Honorary Doctorate of Textile Science in 1980 and received 
the University’s Centennial Medal in 2003.

Science Majors Evaluate Chemical Contamination 
on Chesapeake Bay Island
This semester, Philadelphia University students enrolled in Dr. Jeff Ashley’s “Environmental Chemistry” course ventured to Barren 
Island, MD – a small island in the Chesapeake Bay that may disappear through erosion if restoration efforts are not continued. To help 
reduce and stabilize erosion, dredged sediment from local shipping channels was placed on the shoreline. To prevent this sediment 
from washing away, the students and volunteers lead by the National Aquarium in Baltimore helped plant native marsh grasses which 
will stabilize the newly placed sediment.  In addition, the students collected sediment samples for biological, toxicological, and 
chemical analyses. Data from their investigation show that the dredged sediment placed on Barren Island does not contain 
considerable levels of contaminants.
