Important information regarding parking 
changes beginning on January 3, 2005.
 
Previously, we shared with you plans for the 
start of construction so that you were aware 
that there will be a number of changes on Main 
Campus in the coming months. During the 
semester break, work began to prepare the 
campus for construction activity, focusing on 
clearing, lighting and securing the building site, 
and on creating temporary parking behind 
Archer Hall.

Now through Saturday, January 8, changes in 
traffic patterns and parking will occur as 
follows:
 

●     As you enter campus from Henry 
Avenue, parking will be restricted in 
certain areas from Althouse Hall to the 
Townhouses and up to Archer.  During 
this time, the temporary lot will be 
under construction behind Archer. 

●     If you enter at the Althouse lot, park 
only in the limited designated spaces 
including those on White House Drive. 
There may be times during this week 
when barricades will be put up to 
restrict access to White House Drive for 
site clearing activity. Please do not park 
in restricted areas. 

●     Access to the Hayward and Search lots 
from Henry Avenue, and to the lots 
surrounding Haggar Hall and Downs 
Hall from School House Lane will 
remain the same. 

●     Parking will be available in Hayward, 
Search, Haggar and Downs Hall lots.    

At the conclusion of this initial activity and prior 
to the start of the semester, White House Drive 
will reopen and the new Archer lot will be 
completed for faculty and staff parking. We will 
keep you informed about any changes through 
various communications tools including a 
dedicated web site, email, voicemail, fliers,
